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Matthew 5:13, “You are the salt of the earth. But if the salt loses its
saltiness, how can it be made salty again? It is no longer good for
anything, except to be thrown out and trampled underfoot. 14 “You
are the light of the world. A town built on a hill cannot be hidden. 15
Neither do people light a lamp and put it under a bowl. Instead they
put it on its stand, and it gives light to everyone in the house. 16 In the
same way, let your light shine before others, that they may see your
good deeds and glorify your Father in heaven.

How Do We Influence a Culture in Chaos?

1. By Being the Right Kind of CHURCH

Colossians 3:12, Therefore, as God’s chosen people, holy and dearly
loved, clothe yourselves with compassion, kindness, humility,
gentleness and patience. 13 Bear with each other and forgive one
another if any of you has a grievance against someone. Forgive as the
Lord forgave you. 14 And over all these virtues put on love, which
binds them all together in perfect unity.

2. By Communicating the Right MESSAGE

Colossians 4:2, Devote yourselves to prayer, being watchful and
thanktul. 3 And pray for us, too, that God may open a door for our
message, so that we may proclaim the mystery of Christ, for which |
am in chains. 4 Pray that | may proclaim it clearly, as | should. 5 Be
wise in the way you act toward outsiders; make the most of every
opportunity. 6 Let your conversation be always full of grace, seasoned
with salt, so that you may know how to answer everyone.



3. By Enduring Hardship for the Sake of the GOSPEL

2 Timothy 3:12, /n fact, everyone who wants to live a godly life in
Christ Jesus will be persecuted, 13 while evildoers and impostors will go
from bad to worse, deceiving and being deceived. 14 But as for you,
continue in what you have learned and have become convinced of,
because you know those from whom you learned it, 15 and how from
infancy you have known the Holy Scriptures, which are able to make
you wise for salvation through faith in Christ Jesus. 16 All Scripture is
God-breathed and is useful for teaching, rebuking, correcting and
training in righteousness, 17 so that the servant of God may be
thoroughly equipped for every good work.
