Bible Lesson 

Before a child comprehends concepts or 

vocabulary, the child senses emotion. The name of 

god can be a name your child associates with 

warm feelings. Talk openly with your child about 

God and His teachings. Pray aloud for the health of 

your child as they wake up. Pray for safety as your 

child plays outside. Pray for God’s continued care 

as you tuck your child into bed a night. Soon your 

child will sense the importance you place on 

communicating with God the Father. 

Display what it means to build a life around prayer. 

Talk about how Daniel lived a life of obedience to 

God, praying every day. The frequent prayers lifted 

up on your child’s behalf can help your child to 

build a strong prayer life too.
