Cut a rectangle out of any color piece of paper and let your child 

decorate it however they want! Punch a hole in each corner of 

the rectangle. Using 2 pieces of string, tape one end of each side 

of the string to the rectangle piece like the attached picture. Use 

pipe cleaners to make a man shape (if you do not have pipe 

cleaners, your child can draw a person and cut them out) Attach 

them to the top of the rectangle paper to represent the paralyzed 

man. Let your child use the strings to lift the mat up and down like 

in the Bible story!
