Today we learned that Jesus and his 12 disciples went to a quiet
place so that they could rest but all the people saw Jesus leave in a
boat and figured out where it would dock. Jesus felt sorry for the
people and He spend His day teaching and healing His people. Jesus
wanted to feed the people so Andrew brought Him 5 small loafs of
bread and two fish. Jesus thanked God for the food and the two fish
and five loafs multiplied and fed thousands of people!
 
 
Give each child a piece of yarn, 2 fish cutouts and 5 pasta pieces. Let
them color their 2 fish then have them attach the fish and pasta onto
their yarn to make a necklace. Talk with them about how Jesus fed a
crowd with 2 fish and 5 loafs of bread (remind them the pasta pieces are
